God is my Salvation

Isaiah 12:2-6 (KJV)

2Behold, God is my salvation; | will trust,
and not be afraid: for the LORD JEHOVAH is
my strength and my song; he also is
become my salvation. 3 Therefore with joy
shall ye draw water out of the wells of
salvation.



4 And in that day shall ye say, Praise

the Lord, call upon his name, declare his
doings among the people, make mention
that his name is exalted.

5 Sing unto the Lord; for he hath done
excellent things: this is known in all the
earth. 6 Cry out and shout, thou inhabitant
of Zion: for great is the Holy One of Israel in
the midst of thee.



Scripture Reading

Luke 8:29-39 (KJV)

29 (For he had commanded the unclean
spirit to come out of the man. For
oftentimes it had caught him: and he was
kept bound with chains and in fetters; and
he brake the bands, and was driven of the
devil into the wilderness.)

30 And Jesus asked him, saying, What is thy
name? And he said, Legion: because many
devils were entered into him.



31 And they besought him that he would
not command them to go out into the
deep. 32 And there was there an herd of
many swine feeding on the mountain: and
they besought him that he would suffer
them to enter into them. And he suffered
them. 33 Then went the devils out of the
man, and entered into the swine: and the
herd ran violently down a steep place into
the lake, and were choked.



34 When they that fed them saw what was
done, they fled, and went and told it in the
city and in the country.

3> Then they went out to see what was
done; and came to Jesus, and found the
man, out of whom the devils were
departed, sitting at the feet of Jesus,
clothed, and in his right mind: and they
were afraid. 3¢ They also which saw it told
them by what means he that was
possessed of the devils was healed.



37 Then the whole multitude of the
country of the Gadarenes round about
besought him to depart from them; for
they were taken with great fear: and he
went up into the ship, and returned back
again.

38 Now the man out of whom the devils
were departed besought him that he might
be with him: but Jesus sent him away,

saying,



39 Return to thine own house, and shew
how great things God hath done unto thee.
And he went his way, and published
throughout the whole city how great things
Jesus had done unto him

18\What then? notwithstanding, every way,
whether in pretence, or in truth, Christ is
preached; and | therein do rejoice, yea, and
will rejoice.



Philippians 2:10-11(KJV)

10That at the name of Jesus every knee
should bow, of things in heaven, and things
in earth, and things under the earth;

11 And that every tongue should confess
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God
the Father.

James 1:6-8 (KJV)

6But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering.
For he that wavereth is like a wave of the
sea driven with the wind and tossed.



"For let not that man think that he shall
receive any thing of the Lord.

8 A double minded man is unstable in all his
ways.

Romans 8:7 (KJV)
’Because the carnal mind is enmity against

God: for it is not subject to the law of God,
neither indeed can be.

Isaiah 26:3 (KJV)

whose mind is stayed on thee: because he
trusteth in thee.



Ephesians 6:12 (KJV)

12 For we wrestle not against flesh and
blood, but against principalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness
of this world, against spiritual wickedness
in high places.

2 Timothy 1:7 (KJV)

’For God hath not given us the spirit of
fear; but of power, and of love, and of a
sound mind.



Mark 13:32-37 (KJV)

32 But of that day and that hour knoweth no
man, no, not the angels which are in
heaven, neither the Son, but the Father.

33 Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye
know not when the time is.

34 For the Son of Man is as a man taking a
far journey, who left his house, and gave
authority to his servants, and to every man
his work, and commanded the porter to
watch.

Romans 12:2 (KJV)

2 And be not conformed to this world: but
be ye transformed by the renewing of your
mind, that ye may prove what is that good,
and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.
Isaiah 40:31 (KJV)

31 But they that wait upon the LORD shall
renew their strength; they shall mount up
with wings as eagles; they shall run, and
not be weary; and they shall walk, and not
faint.



Daniel 11:32 (KJV)

32 And such as do wickedly against the
covenant shall he corrupt by flatteries: but
the people that do know their God shall be
strong, and do exploits.

Philippians 2:1-3 (KJV)

2 If there be therefore any consolation in
Christ, if any comfort of love, if any
fellowship of the Spirit, if any bowels and
mercies,



2 Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded,
having the same love, being of one accord,
of one mind.

3 Let nothing be done through strife or
vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each
esteem other better than themselves.

Hebrews 12:1-3 (KJV)

about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let
us lay aside every weight, and the sin which
doth so easily beset us, and let us run with
patience the race that is set before us,



2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher
of our faith; who for the joy that was set
before him endured the cross, despising the
shame, and is set down at the right hand of
the throne of God.

3 For consider him that endured such
contradiction of sinners against himself, lest
ve be wearied and faint in your minds.



Hebrews 13:20-21 (KJV)

20 Now the God of peace, that brought
again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that
great shepherd of the sheep, through the
blood of the everlasting covenant,

21 Make you perfect in every good work to
do his will, working in you that which is
wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus
Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever.
